Selection of Designated Corridor for NE Peripheral route alignment 
City Engineers have identified 3 possible route alignments for the NE peripheral route.  Oats Engineering requested the City identify which route they should proceed with for final property deeds.  Once the alignment is identified, the City can move forward in purchasing the necessary right-of-way for the design.

· Option 1 alignment was the original alignment proposed at the beginning of the peripheral study several years ago.

· Option 2 alignment is designed to create the least amount of impact to all properties but creates another T intersection along Rt. 40.  This alignment requires traffic to turn left at the intersection of Rt. 40 and Troxler.  

· Option 3 alignment is designed to create the least amount of impact to properties with connection to Troxler as a 4-way intersection.
