Officer Replacement
On April 6, 2006, I received Officer John Purtle's resignation which will be effective June 16, 2006.  Upon accepting resignation I agreed to place Officer Purtle on paid administrative leave until June 16, 2006 at which time he will have exhausted his accumulated leave time.  Officer Purtle and I have agreed that he will not be returning to duty status while on his administrative leave nor will the police department have any police expectations of Officer Purtle.  
Although Officer Purtle will be on administrative leave until June 16, 2006 we will need to hire his replacement by May 22, 2006 to ensure the replacement gets into Southwestern IL College's upcoming police academy class which is scheduled to begin on May 22, 2006.  At this time I have reserved two slots for the upcoming spring police academy class at Southwestern IL College.  Both slots will fill vacancies created by Officer Koritz and Officer Purtle's separation from employment, for which the new officers will not be finished with their training program and on their own until late fall of 2006’.
