• Consists of either all or some of the major 
crime categories of homicide, robbery, arson, 
assault, burglary, criminal damage, 
drug/narcotic violations, fraud, motor vehicle 
theft offenses, weapon offenses, forgery, 
gambling and theft.

Class B Crimes

• Class B Crimes consist of offenses that are less 
serious and include all offenses which are not 
part A offenses, except for most “Traffic 
Offenses”.  These offenses include deceptive 
practice, disorderly conduct, motor vehicle 
offenses, and other criminal offenses. Examples 
include, DUI, illegal transportation of alcohol, 
reckless driving, hit and run, drag racing, no 
driver’s license, and fleeing  or attempting to 
elude police.
